It gives me great pleasure to announce the 4th NBC Meshtec Tokyo International Screen Print
Biennial, sponsored by NBC. | want to express my sincere gratitude to all the entrants to the

exhibition, both from Japan and overseas.

Our company was established in 1934 to fulfill the mission of producing flour bolting screens
in Japan. Applying mesh technology as our core technology to pursue high-value-adding
technologies such as Nafitec® and Cufitec®, we have since expanded into various other fields,

including mesh cloths for screen printing.

First held in 2007, the purpose of this event is to broaden public understanding of and the
expressive applications and possibilities of screen printing; to advance printing technologies
and expressiveness; and to create opportunities for silk-screen printing artists to explore their

creativity.

Significant upheavals have beset the world since the inaugural exhibition, including the Great
East Japan Earthquake and the Lehman Brothers collapse and ensuing economic difficulties.

Much to our pleasure, none of this has prevented our 4th exhibition.

The total number of entries for the current exhibition was 240, fewer than the 289 entries to the

previous exhibition. This was a disappointment.

But while total numbers fell, the number of entries from artists based overseas remained strong,
reflecting the deep-rooted international popularity of the exhibition. The number of foreign
entries this year once again exceeded 100. Works from overseas accounted for 41% of the
total submitted works, reinforcing the international nature and flavor of the event.

The submitted works reflect a wide range of styles. With expressiveness and technical skills
among the artists so evenly matched, the body of works submitted creates the impression
of an overall improvement in the quality of the work. Likewise, differences in skills between
countries have continued to shrink. In terms of style, many works brought distinctive national

characteristics to the fore, providing a keen sense of energy and vigor among overseas artists.

The increase in quality was especially pronounced among the prize-winning candidates. We
judged all these works to be outstanding, and picking certain works from among the others for
special recognition posed a singular challenge. From work demonstrating such excellence, the
judges selected, as runners-up, works that stirred our sensibilities in an exceptional and striking

manner.

This catalogue is being published to create the widest possible audience for a biennial
exhibition characterized by a wide range of work. We hope that you will enjoy the works
reproduced herein, and we eagerly await future entrants for The 5th NBC Meshtec Tokyo
International Screen Print Biennial, to be held in 2015.

In closing, allow me to express my heartfelt thanks to all those whose generous cooperation has
made this biennial exhibition a reality.

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Comments from the judges

The first of these biennial exhibitions was held in 2007. This year’s event, the fourth of its
kind, attracted 139 entries from 24 prefectures within Japan and 101 entries from 26 foreign

countries.

From the start, this exhibition has continuously attracted works from experienced artists of
international renown. We believe a friendly rivalry has helped maintain high standards from
exhibition to exhibition for a biennial event that has earned a reputation as an international
and public forum, while works submitted by capable artists have inspired younger artists,

resulting in entries of many expressive works to the current exhibition.

The selections made for the current exhibit reflect the rigorous, uncompromising perspective
of the five event judges, each bringing to their judgments their own deeply-held opinions on
the nature of printing. The evaluation process began with each judge selecting 20 pieces,
resulting in a shortlist of 100 works. The judges then narrowed the field of 100 candidates to
higher-ranking prize winners. Regardless of country of origin, the works selected demonstrated
high and comparable levels of artistry and expressiveness. However, the judges decided that
no work submitted this year made a bold enough statement to clearly set it apart from its
competitors. Thus, following discussions, the panel deemed no Grand Prize would be awarded
this year.

The panel then turned to selecting the Runner-Up Prize and the NBC Meshtec Prize. Due to the
overall strength of the submitted works, the panel chose two winners for each of these prizes.

Compared to past exhibitions, a striking aspect of the works submitted on this occasion was
the number of artists who sought to convey the charms of screen printing through the original
analog technique of silk-screen printing. Eschewing computers and other digital devices, the
artists used the expressive powers immediately at hand as they focused on their work. To me,
their work clearly indicates that artists are using silk-screen printing techniques to explore new

modes of expression.

The pleasure and discovery generated by encounters with the world as expressed through print
media should be accessible to all. Such encounters help provide people with an experience of
the universality of culture. A dialogue based on artworks can emerge only if the works provide

a glimpse of each country’s cultural background.

The prizes awarded in this and past exhibitions recognize artists from Japan and many other
countries. It is our hope that this biennial exhibition of silk-screen print artwork will continue to
serve as a wellspring of creativity and as a locus for cultural exchange among countries.

In closing, we wish to express our heartfelt thanks to all our entrants, and we look forward to

participation from an even wider range of artists in the next exhibition to come.
